Answer any camp or goalie questions.  

• Evaluate activities and growth of campers at the end of 

each session and be able to provide feedback to the camp 

Director. 

• Be present in the dorms before and after sessions to help 

campers around the dorm. 

• Be punctual and expect to perform dorm duty 

requirements to include assuring presence of all campers 

at meals and on-field sessions.
